4. Videotaping:  Sean is negotiating a contract with Todd Schaeffer for videotaping all our home and away games.  He gave a total of $2600 including the year end highlight video.  Dawn told us that the baseball team was not very happy with the high light video and that they are going to meet with Todd to discuss these problems.  Due to this information we have decided to have a contract with documented items that are expected from him throughout the season.  Sean will take care of that for us. 
5. 3 on 3 tournament:  Greg will be putting together the brackets a few days prior to the tournament.  Jill will coordinate the concession stand for the day.  The varsity boys will be reffing the games.  Greg said he would need access to the clocks.  He will order T-shirts for the winners.  We still need some more teams to enter.  The tournament will begin at 10am and should end by 4pm.  

6. Wildwood NJ Tournament:  The tournament will be held at the Conference Center in Wildwood NJ.  The varsity team will be playing on 12/27 at 11:30am and then either 8:30 am or 2:15pm on 12/28. 8. VP Position:  The VP position is still up for nominations and will be voted on at the December 10th booster meeting.  Anyone wishing to nominate a person is to call Jill Muhr prior to Dec. 10th.  Kathi Charles nominated Kim Brannan for the VP position.   Jack made a suggestion that we get someone from a younger to team to continue thru the next few years.  The VP position is very important and the person is to attend all booster meetings, and shadow the President.  If the President is ever unable to run a meeting or attend a function, the VP will take over.  The VP is also to chair the Summer AAU Trojan Tournament.   

9. Bylaw Discussion:   We had further discussion on changing the bylaw Article IV, Section 2. This vote will be made each spring at a general booster meeting and will need a 2/3 vote to approve the amount.
