      1.  Approval of Minutes, 1st by Jack Karabasz and seconded by               

           Tim Miller.        
      2. Treasurer’s Report:   Jack gave the treasurer’s report and stated          

          that we have about $16,000 in our account.  We still need to bring

          the car wash fundraiser to an end and try to collect the rest of that money.
          We still need to pay for Parent's Nite at Willow Tree Grove and team apparel  

          along with some items for the spirit stand. Teams dinners will begin next home  

          game.  Thanks to Millers for hosting that dinner for the team and coaches.

          Concession stand  brought in about $958 for our 1st home game. Ted Charles is 
          beginning to learn about Treasurer's duties from Jack in hopes that he will run for 

          that office in the spring.

 3. Team Apparel/Spirit Stand/Varsity Jackets:   Melissa reported on the status of         

     the team apparel orders. We sold $4865.  We gave each coach $50 to spend on        

     the booster club and each trainer to spend $10.   The clothing should be in the  

     last week of December.  Dawn reported on the Sprit Stand.  She ordered a some 

     items to replenish the clothes that were sold at parent's nite.  She sold a total of     

    $1815 in spirit stand items at parent's nite. Dawn also ordered extra sweat suits for 
    the JV team.  Andy could not include those in his budget and the JV team didn't 
    have sweats to wear.  We voted to purchase a few extra so the JV team would 
    match the Varsity team Sweats.  The Freshman team was given polo shirts to be 

    worn on game days.  Jill reported on the varsity jackets.   They have been given to 
    the boys.  Dawn asked for a vote to see if we should order  the varsity jackets now 
    for those on the varsity team rather than waiting until the receive a letter or until 
    their senior year.  The vote was unanimous.  Jill will order  varsity jackets for those 
    boys.  Dawn mentioned maybe we could set up a lunch for the middle schools on 
    the day they play on a Saturday. She will look into options at rascals for a buffet.

       4.  Parent Meeting/Membership Fees:  We thought the parent's meeting was  a 

            success.  We collected most membership fees but still have a few to collect.  Jill 

            will contact the team parents so they can collect membership form and fee. 

            Bob Lenzer represented OMS as team parent and asked what the middle schools

            would be receiving.  There was confusion on whether the middle school players

            would be getting sneakers or not.  Greg said that Andy did not put the sneakers

            for the middle school in his budget for this year.  Bob asked if a parent could pur-
            chase warm up shirts.   Kelly Rosario represented the freshman team.  She would 

            follow up on membership info.

       5.  Program:  Dawn reported that we got about $9849 in ad revenue.  It will cost 
            about $3000 in printing.  We have 8 color pages this year and gave our Platinum 
            and Gold Sponsors a color page ad this year.  We will give the programs away for  

            free.  750 copies will be printed.  We will hand  a copy to our advertisers.  Dawn 
            also reported on Rascals player of the game.  We need to pass the word for the 
            kids to stay in the stands after the game. If you catch a ball you bring it into 
            Rascals for  free wings of personal pizza

6. Car Wash Fundraiser:  Monica reported on the status of the car wash fundraiser.
    She gave us a list of names that needed to still submit payment or return unsold

    tickets.  She will send out an email with names so we can all follow up.  

7.  Varsity/JV Dinners:  Sara will provide away dinners for the JV and Varsity teams.

     A 1/4 sub, drink, chips/fruit will be provided to the boys prior to boarding the 

     bus.  We will see how this works and adjust as needed. The meals will be provided

     to all players on JV and Varsity, coaches and trainers.  

8.  Concession Stand:  Kelly Rosario will start to take over the concession stand 

     set and purchasing.  Jill will still order pretzels, rolls, and food thru Willow Tree.

     Kelly will be needing a debit card.  Jill will set up tax exempt sams membership.  


9.  By Laws Revisions:  Jack brought up a revision to change booster club dues to

          $30 per family for the next basketball season.  The minutes read:  The amount of the  

           next annual dues will be placed on the ballot and voted on at the March Election Meeting. 

           A change to the date of when the membership dues are payable will be voted upon as   

           well.  Jack made a motion to change the  date to December 15th  The bylaws now read:  

           Dues will be payable to the PARKLAND BOYS BASKETBALL BOOSTER CLUB

           annually no later than November 30th each year.

10.  Boardwalk Classic:  Jill reported that the Boardwalk Classic tournament is all

      set for Dec. 20th and 30th.  The hotel is booked and the team will eat dinners in 

      the restaurant.  No times have been set.  Jill is to ask Andy to see if we can make
      more definite plans.

11. Hoop Group: Jim Carlon reported on Hoop Group for Jan.  29th.   Right now we 

      have 4 games scheduled for that day.

Jill will schedule concession stand  volunteers and team volunteers for 

      the day.  Jim ordered the coke frig to be delivered.

      The athletic department will be giving about $62/ game towards our taping.  The 

      games that Todd tapes for other schools that are in common with us, will have a 

      charge of $50 to the school, but no charge to us.

13.  New Business:  Greg explained the process on how a basketball player receives

       a varsity letter.  There has been some questions on what constitutes the receiving 

       of a letter. He talked to Jeff Geisel who explained that the player must play in 

       50% of the games.  Summer league and summer tournaments are not taken into

       consideration for the letter.  These rules are decided by the administration and

       the athletic director.  The same rule applies to other sports.  There is a 

       consideration for a letter that can be recommended by the coach in years where 

       the team has gone to districts.    There will be no changes made to this letter    

       process  at this time.   A vote was made to contribute to the coach's fund for

       items needed by Andy.  Andy will determine how he uses this money.
